Class Expectations & Behavior:

Grades:

If you miss a day, it’s your responsibility to make up the work.  There will be a quiz every week on vocabulary and content (twice a month).  I can tell you that if you complete all of your classwork with effort and accuracy you will definitely pass my class.  You’re too smart to waste your time by not trying!
Grades are broken down as follows: 

Policies and Procedures: 
There are many procedures in this class designed to get the most out of your valuable time.  That way, we aren’t constantly wasting our time on things that don’t matter. Following these procedures is required and will help you be successful:

· Show up to class on time, enter quietly, and be prepared to learn from the very first instant

· Always sit in your assigned seat and group

· Always take notes on the daily lesson

· Be Smart: Complete all your classwork

· Study hard for quizzes/exams

· Everyone is part of a group in this class: you are a team!

· Help your fellow group members without giving them the answers (i.e. cheating)

· Always copy down your homework, quizzes, and exam dates in your planner

· Be respectful of the classroom’s space and materials – keep your group’s area clean

· Restroom passes are only given to students who follow all classroom rules and procedures
